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From 1805 to 1820, thousands of formerly enslaved workers constructed the Citadel, the largest
fortress in the Americas, the Palace of Sans Souci and the Ramiers fortifications in northern Haiti.
These massive stone monuments were built to celebrate and defend the nation’s independence from
France after a 14-year struggle against colonial rule.
